Opener knows that he will be able to make an Alpha in clubs
after checking for a 4-4 heart fit. When he gets the double
positive in clubs, he asks about diamonds in order to identify
responder’s controls. When responder shows no top honor in
diamonds, opener knows responder’s controls must be both
major suit aces. Responder is a passed hand and thus can't
have a king (13 HCP) so he settles for 6#, knowing that the
slam will depend on a heart finesse or an end position at
worst.

Had responder not been a passed hand, opener would have
probed for a grand slam. Either the ¢K or the #K in addition to
the vQ would allow opener to count 13 top tricks in notrump.
